USAC National Midgets—Feh. 19th-21st at USA Raceway Park

Tanner Swanson entered the “Copper on Dirt” at USA Raceway
with only 1 previous USAC National dirt midget feature start. Never one
to he intimidated, Tanner drove his Toyota powered #23 to a 16th place
qualifying effort in the 30 car field. In preliminary heat race action,
Tanner shot from his 3rd place starting position to the lead on the
opening lap, pacing all 10 laps to score his first USAC National dirt
midget heat race victory and transfer to the 30-lap “Copper on Dirt”
feature event! Starting 15th in the main event, Tanner quickly moved
toward the Top 10, where he hattied for much of the race, moving
quickly hetween positions and among competitors. When all 30 laps
were completed, Tanner had driven his TK Motorsports/Team 6R Racing
#23 to a solid 11th place finish!

USAC Silver Crown-Feh. 19th-21st at USA Raceway Park

Tanner Swanson entered the “Copper on Dirt” at USA Raceway set
to make his USAC Silver Crown dehut. Driving for Team 6R Racing in their
Toyota powered, Sponsor-Net.com #23, Tanner qualified 15th on the fast
3/8 mile track, which would start him 5th in the preliminary semi-main
event. On the opening lap, Tanner was pinned to the hottom and fell to the
Tth position. In just a few laps he was hattling back toward the Top 5
when he spun on the cushion in turns 3 & 4, collecting his older brother
Kody in the incident. Tanner refired and drove from the tail to finish 7th, to
earn a 17th place starting position in the 50-1ap feature event. Starting
inside-row 9, Tanner set out to make all 50 l1aps and gain some valuable
experience hehind the wheel of the hig open wheel car. However, Tanner
ended up hattling with his older hrother and teammate Brian Tyler
during the middle-part of the race, on his way to an exciting 13th place
finish in his Silver Crown debut!

Kody Swanson entered the “Copper on Dirt” USAC Midget event looking
for a great start to the 2010 season, and he got more than he bargained for.
After qualifying 16th, Kody lined up 2nd in his heat race and hattled for the lead
until losing an engine, ending his event. However, rain on Saturday allowed the
TK Motorsports crew to install a fresh Toyota powerplant and head into
Sunday’s events with high hopes. Kody was running 4th in the semi-feature
event, prepared to transfer to the “Copper on Dirt’ feature when a rock blew
through his #19 number plate and into the radiator, sending him hack to the pit
area. After installing a new radiator, Kody used a provisional to start the 30-lap
feature from the 26th position. In just 7 laps, Kody had driven all the way to 14th
and was looking for more when a caution came out. After the restart, Kody
passed into the Top 12 when he lost yet another motor, ending his run in the
Sponsor-Net.com #19 and his day at the “Copper on Dirt.”

USAC Silver Crown-Feh. 19th-21st at USA Raceway Park

The defending USAG Silver Crown “Rookie of the Year,” Kody
Swanson entered the “Copper on Dirt” set to start his quest for a 2010
series title. After qualifying 15th, Kody and the Team 6R Racing/Spnonsor-
Net.com #19 would line up 6th in the semi-feature event. On the start,
Kody shot from 6th to 4th, hefore eventually fading to the 7th position,
when disaster struck. Tanner spun in the #23, and having nowhere to go,
Kody ended up colliding with his brother and ending his event. In the pit
area, the Team 6R and TK Motorsports crews got right to work, and put the
#19 hack together in time for the 50-lap feature event. Starting in the 19th
position, Kody hegan making his way forward in an effort to salvage as
many points as possible. After hattling in the Top 15 and toward the Top 12,
Kody ended a tough run in Tucson with a 14th place feature finish.
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
