lap 2 crash to Win at Grundy County Speedway!




STARS National Midget Series

Tanner Swanson entered the "Anderson-Carter
Classic" looking for his first feature win of the 2011
season. After finishing on the podium of Silver 0
Crown, Sprint Car and Midget races through-out the
course of the year, Tanner was still looking for his
first career win in the RFMS Racing #3f. Tanner
started by setting Quick Time in Qualifying for the
STARS series event, and drove from the tail of his
heat race to 2nd in a photo-finish. For the special 36-
lap feature event, Tanner would line up to start in
the 6th position.

In the opening lap, Tanner held his ground on the outside of the 1/3 mile paved oval,
hoping to crack into the Top 5. However, on the 2nd lap the inside car slid high into
Tanner, and the contact sent the duo spinning through the infield. The caution flag flew,
and Tanner restarted with his #3f at the tail of the 18 car field. Tanner quickly began
working his way through traffic, passing both high and low on his charge back toward the
front. As the race neared halfway, Tanner had already made it back into the Top 5, and
had set his sights on the lead cars. By lap 22, Tanner had moved into the 2nd position, and
started his chase of race leader, and series point-leader, Jim Anderson. A mid-race caution
allowed Tanner to close to the back bumper of the leader for the restart, and make his bid
for the lead. By lap 26, Tanner had taken over the top spot, and led the final ten laps to
earn his first feature win of 2011, with an impressive drive from 18th to 1st.

USAC National Dirt Midget Series-------------- TK Motorsports/Team 6R Racing #19

Tanner Swanson has 3 “Top 10” finishes in a row in the USAC National
Midgets. 2- 7th place finishes in Sun Prairie, WI and LaSalle, IL were
rounded out with a gth place finish in last weekend’s “4-Crown” Nationals
at Eldora Speedway. Tanner drove away to win his preliminary heat race
at the 4-Crown, and traded slide-jobs with his brother Kody on the
opening lap of the Feature event in LaSalle. Tanner and the Team 6R
Racing/TK Motorsports team are preparing for the upcoming “Gold Crown
Nationals” in Granite City, Illinois, featuring 3-straight nights of racing
from October 6th-8th.
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USAC Silver Crown Series Team 6R Racing #23

The USAC Silver Crown series can be
tough for any competitor, and the short
schedule makes any hint of bad luck a
season-wrecker. On August 20th, Tanner
was in the Top 10 at the Springfield mile
when an Oil fitting broke, putting him a
number of laps down before a slower car
ultimately ended his day. On September
4th, Tanner qualified 8th and ran among
the Top 5 for much of the race before
changing track conditions and fading car
handling relegated him to a 10th place
finish. When the series traveled to Eldora
Speedway for the “4-Crown” Nationals,
Tanner was ready. Of the 25 cars, Tanner was 3rd quick in practice. In qualifying, Tanner
got into the fence in turn 3, forcing him to start the 50-lap feature from the tail. Tanner
worked his way through the field, moving from his 24th starting spot to a solid 7th place
finish, and earning himself the hard charger award. Tanner currently sits 4th in the series
standing with only the season finale “Rollie Beale 150 at Toledo Speedway remaining.

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USAC Pavement Sprint Car Series TK Motorsports #17

In 2008 & 2009, Tanner Swanson won back-to-back driving
Championships in the USAC Western States series. In 2011, Tanner had
the chance to become the inaugural USAC National Pavement Sprint Car
Champion. Two 2nd place finishes and 1 3rd in 5 series events propelled
him toward the top of the standings. Yet with 4 of the final 5 series races
rained out or cancelled, Tanner didn’t really have a fair chance at making
up ground. Yet the youngster still finished the series 2nd in points, just 14
away from his 4th USAC driving Championship.
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
